The Reflections Program is a National, Washington State, and local PTA cultural arts 
competition. The purpose of this program is to provide a forum for students to  
“use their creative talents by expressing themselves through their own original works”.  
 
In past years, Cascade Ridge has had one or more entries advance to the Council or 
State level of the contest and beyond. So encourage your kids bring out their art 
supplies, their cameras, their instruments, their rhythm and imagination and create an 
original work for this year’s competition. 

The 2015-16 Reflections theme is:  ”Let Your Imagination Fly”.  
 
Entries may be turned in at the Cascade Ridge office between Monday, October 26th 
and Monday November 2nd.  
Deadline : Monday November 2nd at 3pm. 
 
Students may enter up to three pieces in any combination of the six art areas, which 
include Literature, Music Composition, Photography, Visual Arts, Film/Video and 
Choreography/Dance. Each piece must be accompanied by an artist’s statement 
describing how the work relates to the theme. 
 
Students are placed into the following categories:  

• Primary- preschool to 2nd grade;  
• Intermediate- 3rd to 5th grade;  
• Special Artist- for students who submit under and meet the ADA guidelines.
